As an Episcopal priest I am reminded weekly that God in 

His infinite love sent His Son Jesus to be an ongoing, intimate 
part of our lives. Not only do I engage with this concept through 
the Scriptures, Sacraments and theology of the Eucharistic 
prayers but also in my interactions with the people of God, the 
very Body and Blood of Christ Incarnate which is present in the 
members of St. Jamesô. We must remember that we are a Holy 
People, sanctified and gathered in the unity of Christ who is the 
head of the Body and is sacramentally present in and through 
the Baptized (us). This is a profound mystery; how can the Word 
(logos) of God, the image of the invisible God, be present in the 
very messy, broken, and fallen nature that is human kind? The 
answer is simple, Christ, ñwho, though he was in the form of 
God, did not regard equality with God as something to be ex-
ploited, but emptied himself, taking the form of a slave, being 
born in human likeness.ò (NRSV Philippians 2:6-7) God chose 
to enter in and be born into human nature and make it holy. 
This is what Christmas is all about! The Incarnation and the 
Resurrection are two sides of the same coin that is our salvation. 
Jesus did not spurn the Virginôs womb nor did he avoid the 
cross. Rather, He chose to be part of all of our human experi-
ences both the good ones and the bad ones so that he could com-
municate to us his unconditional love in a personal and experi-
ential way. If there is any goal of the Christian life, it is to feel 
and embrace Godôs sacrificial love for us and then to share it ï 
this  is also the meaning of Christmas!   Perhaps the seasons of 
Advent and Christmas can be used as a time to refocus on what 
is at the core and marrow of our faith. If you are not sure what is 
at the core of your faith, this is a good time to reflect on it. Dur-
ing Advent the church sets aside four weeks to get ready to ex-
perience and enter into the mystery of the incarnation of God in 
Christ. We communally anticipate the birth of Christ as we litur-

gically retell and remember that story every year. In celebrating Christôs birth and 
promise to come again, we are offered an opportunity to see how the sacred story reso-
nates and touches the deepest part of our existential thinking and feeling as human 
beings. Do we know Christ? Have we opened our hearts to be touched by the grace 
that makes us whole? Have we experienced the living presence of Jesus and sought to 
develop an ongoing relationship with Him? These and many other spiritual questions 
are the subject of setting aside time for prayer and reflection in the season of Advent. 
As Episcopalians we have lots of ñAdvent toolsò to aid us in the process like: the Ad-
vent Wreath, silent prayer & meditation, bible study, attending Sunday worship, and 
remembering those in need by acts of sacrificial giving (i.e. St. Jamesô Angel Tree).  
Advent traditions and rituals are intended to help us focus on what really matters in a 
time of year in which we are given a lot of bad messages by society and the ñChristmas 
Machineò that does not as a rule have much to do with the real meaning of Christmas. 
Just as Mary and Joseph prepared for the coming of Jesus, we too need to make 
preparations, at least spiritually, so that we can celebrate Christmas as it should be. 
Christmas should be treasured as a time of engaging in and marveling at the miracle of 
Godôs love poured out in a small baby born for the life and joy of the world.  May we all 
experience Godôs love for us as we gather with our family and friends this Christmas 
season. Merry Christmas!

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Cruet  - From old French, crue, meaning "a vial or a glass." A cruet is the vessel (glass or metal) used 
to hold the water and wine for the Eucharist.  

Diocese - A unit of church organization; the spiritual domain under a bishop. A diocese may con-
tain many  parishes and missions.  

Extreme Unction  - The anointing with oil of those who are close to death. 

Fair Linen  - A white linen cloth cover for the altar used during Eucharist.  

Flagon  - A container that is larger than a cruet and is used instead of, or in addition to cruets at lar-
ger celebrations of Communion. 

Fraction  - The part of the Communion Liturgy where the Communion bread is broken by the cele-
brant. According to the prayer book, a period of silence is to follow, and then can be said or sung, 
"Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us."

Dr. Paul Chellappaôs father was the Rt. Rev. David Chellappa, who 
was the first Indian Bishop of the Diocese of Madras in the Church of 
South India from 1955 to 1964. 

Meg Glasspool Strobl, whose late father, The Rev. Douglas Glasspool, 
was the priest of St. Jamesô for 35 years.  Her mother, Ann Glasspool, 
served as the Sunday School Superintendent as well as countless 
other positions for those 35 years.  Megôs great, great, great, great 
grandfather, the Rev. Alfred Lee, was the 1st Bishop of Delaware.  He 
later served as the Presiding Bishop of the Episcopal Church from 
1884-1887. 

Megôs sister, the Rt. Rev. Mary Glasspool, was recently installed as the 
Suffragan Bishop of the Diocese of Los Angeles.   

St. Jamesô is also proud to have among our Parishioners families that

Bishop Sisk has set in motion the process that will 
lead to his ultimate replacement by calling for the 
election, on Oct 29, 2011, of a bishop coadjutor. 

Addressing the clergy and lay representatives 
gathered at the Nov 13 annual convention of the 
diocese in the Cathedral of St. John the Divine, he 
expressed the belief "that the time has come in the 
life of the diocese to look further along the journey 
that stretches so promisingly before us, further 
than I can travel with you." At the same time he 
observed that for now he "is not going anywhere," 
as the election cycle of a bishop coadjutor takes 
several years to complete. 

In the Episcopal Church, diocesan bishops are 
elected by the clergy and laity of the diocese. Un-
der normal circumstances, the changeover from 
one bishop to his or her successor is effected by 
the election of a "bishop coadjutor" who serves 
alongside the current diocesan bishop for a period 
of time, at the end of which the current bishop re-
tires and the coadjutor becomes the new diocesan 
bishop. The Rt. Rev. Mark S. Sisk (b.1942) was 
himself elected bishop coadjutor in 1998; he sub-
sequently replaced the previous diocesan bishop, 

the Rt. Rev. Richard F. Grein at his installation on 
September 29, 2001. The mandatory retirement 
age for Episcopal clergy is 72. 

[In her address later in the day, the Rt. Rev. Cath-
erine S. Roskam announced that she would be re-
tiring as bishop suffragan of the Diocese at the end 
of 2011. When she was consecrated bishop in 1996, 
Bishop Roskam was the first female bishop in the 
Diocese of New York and only the 4th female Epis-
copal bishop in the entire United States.  She will 
celebrate the 15th anniversary of her consecration 
in 2011. As Bishop Suffragan she has oversight of 
the 66 Episcopal congregations of Westchester, 
Rockland and Putnam counties.  During her time 
as bishop suffragan, Roskam has focused on con-
gregational development, clergy care and leader-
ship training; she was also closely involved in the 
foundation of the Global Womenôs Defense Fund of 
the diocese. Most recently she has been a driving 
force behind The Carpenterôs Kids, a rapidly-
growing program of parish -to-parish links with 
communities in Tanzania, developed to provide 
AIDS orphans with the clothing and sustenance 
they need to attend and succeed at school.]

JAMESô EPISCOPAL CHURCH, GOSHEN UNITED METHODIST CHURCH, ST. JOHN A.U.M.P. CHURCH, 
GOSHEN CHRISTIAN REFORMED CHURCH, ST. JOHN THE EVANGELIST CHURCH, TEMPLE BETH 
SHALOM.  

The Goshen Ecumenical Pantry, Inc. is a non-profit organization incorporated in 1993 comprised of volun-
teers from local area Goshen Churches and Temple as well as concerned individuals from the Goshen commu-
nity.  The purpose of the Pantry is to promote a spirit of benevolence and to advance and preserve the welfare 
and physical well being of the homeless, needy and poverty stricken by means of administering the collection, 
transportation and distribution of donated food and food products.  The Pantry is funded through Grants from 
HPNAP (Hunger Prevention Nutrition Assistance Program of New York), and Shop Riteôs Partners in Caring 
Program, Walmart, private donations and our Souper Bowl of Caring Fundraiser.   

The Pantry distributes food and food products donated primarily by the members of the local Churches and 
Temple, with additional donations from area School Food Drives, the Scouting for Food Drive and Post Office 
Food Drive and area Businesses and organizations. We also purchase food thru the Regional Food Bank in 
Cornwall.   We distribute food to the needy in Goshen on the second Saturday of each month, at the Presbyte-
rian Church Parish Hall at 9:30a.m. ï 10:30a.m. We also distribute food to the Northgate Sr. Citizen Center 
once a month. We serve approximately 85 families.  The Goshen Ecumenical Pantry, Inc. will gladly accept 
donations of non-perishable food items and all monetary gifts will be used to purchase additional food items.  

How much food will I get?  Each month when you shop, we will sign you up in the computer and give you 
2, 3 or 4 bags of pre-bagged food. (The number will matter on the makeup of you family composition form). 
You will also get bread, meats and miscellaneous food in addition to the pre-bagged food. 

Where or when do I sign up?  Come to the pantry on the 2nd Saturday of the month between 9:30 am-
10:30 am with the required paper work (proof of Goshen residence and proof of each family member) and we 
will sign you up and give you food. 

Donations are ALWAYS welcome!  Food Donations: Fresh vegetables, eggs, anything perishable is wel-
come. These need to be brought to us on or near the time we distribute (2nd Saturday of each month around 
9:15am) so they do not spoil. We can always use paper and plastic bags. 

Foods to donate are Peanut Butter, Spaghetti Sauce, Jam/Jelly, Tuna Fish, Canned Meals, Macaroni & 
Cheese, Detergents, Hand Soap, TOILET PAPER, Pancake Mix & Syrup, Rice, Canned Vegetables & Fruits, 
SOUP, Canned Beans (all types), Pasta, Cake & Brownie Mix, Instant Potatoes, Coffee/Tea/Cocoa, Oatmeal, 
Puddings, Toothpaste, Toothbrushes, etc. Foods can be donated to any Church in Goshen or the Temple in 
Florida, NY.  

We canôt use outdated foods, open, rusty or stained cans. We also canôt accept home canned 
food. We are always looking for help to unload food from the Food Bank pickups, and we could 
use trucks and drivers to pick up the food at the food bank. Call John Strobl at 294 -9004 if  you 
can help or need info.
