¶ Phase IV: The proposed initiatives, informed by and in response to your SLI re-
sponses, are presented to the parish and rollout begins.  

These final phases will take place over the course of the remainder of 2016 and into 
2017. You can expect to see more information in the coming weeks, and a complete 
presentation in the Parish Hall at some point.

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Upward Communication 
 

 Upward communication – if youôre in the corporate 
world, this phase may have strong meaning. If youôre 
not, then maybe not so much.  Upward communication 
is about how we communicate to our superiors, our 
senior leaders.  Itôs taking the day to day events and 
summarizing them into a succinct, clear and profes-
sional message to those above us on the organizational 
charts.  How we communicate, and the words we 
choose, have a significant impact on the meaning of the 
information.  And in situations where the news may not be so good, the more difficult it is to carefully 
select the right words to send the intended message without creating an adverse reaction ñfrom aboveò.   
Even if we are not living in the corporate world, the words apply. Weôve all had experiences with up-
ward communication, but maybe we just didnôt think about it in ñcorporate termsò.  For example, as 
children, have we ever had to go our parents with some bad news that weôve been wrestling with? Re-
member those days?? News that we know they should know, but weôre not quite sure how to say it?  
Got in trouble at school?  Maybe a speeding ticket or a fender bender just after we got our license?  
Those are not fun times, but weôve all been there. 
Have we had to tell a teacher, coach or a friend something thatôs been nagging at us for some time?  
Something thatôs been knocking at the door of our conscience, and no matter how many times we donôt 
answer, it just keeps coming back?? 
Well, we need to face reality and realize upward communication plays a role in our lives, and some-
times, itôs just not easy.  Sure, when the news is good, the only anxiety we have is the joy and anticipa-
tion of sharing it, but we donôt always have a good story to share.  
Why is it so difficult to simply speak our minds and tell the flat out truth?  Donôt we all just want to 
say what it is we have to say, in our own words, without the fear and anxiety of being judged or criti-
cized?
